Finance News

The financial position of EUMC through August is negative
($6,287).

Income is down from last year by $8,468 which is due primarily to
Offering Income which is down from last year by $8,975.

Expenses are down slightly from last year by $3,084.

Income through August was $273,810. Offering income was
$255,709. Rental Income was $12,663. Youth income was $1,579.
Other Income totaled $3,859.

Total expenses through August were $280,097. The major compo-
nents of the expenses are:

1. Apportionments and District Office - $35,256
. Pastor and Associate Pastor Expenses - $76,240
. Staff Expenses - $94,602
. Council on Ministry expenses - $16,525
. Utilities — $14,884
. Insurance - $6,783
. Copier Expenses - $7,660
. New Air Conditioner for office - $2,300
. Other Building Expenses - $10,880
10. Parsonage Expenses - $4,903
11. General and office expenses - $10,064

The Building Fund received $50,518. Total balance on hand is
$174,409. We need a total of $235,000 to repay the loans.

As I always say, Elkton United Methodist Church continues to be
an exciting place to be and is “A place to know Jesus, be known by
Jesus, and make Him known to others” And everyone is important.
